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The focus in R.E this term will be on Islam. We will be learning about places of worship, prayer, and the Five Pillars of Islam. 
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In Science, we will be learning about ‘Sound’ and ‘Electricity’. We will learn that sounds are made when an object vibrates. We will also learn that sound varies by pitch and volume. We will investigate sound-proofing materials by conducting experiments that consider a fair test, variables and recording results. After half term, we will learn about electricity, by constructing a simple circuit, drawing labelled diagrams, and exploring dangers associated with electricity.

History
In our History topic during the second half term, we will focus on The Norman Conquest. The children will research the contenders for the throne in 1066, explore the Battle of Stamford and the Battle of Hastings. We will also learn about Norman castles and knights.
