The children will be creating their own imaginary creatures and writing a fact file about them.Finally, we will focus on the novel book, ‘Holes’ by Louis Sachar‎. The children will be learning about cohesion in their writing and proposing changes to up-level their stories. They will be writing a narrative – ‘The Great Escape’.
