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The topics we will be covering this term are:
· Ratio
· Algebra
· Decimals
· Fractions, decimals, and percentages 
· Area, Perimeter and Volume 
· Statistics 
The children will also continue to take part in daily ‘Fluent in 5’ and ‘Mini Maths’ sessions, to ensure continuous practise of learnt number skills from the Autumn term.
We will also be preparing for our SATs tests. We will be using past papers to support our preparation. 

English
We have a wonderful selection of texts and films for this term. 

We will start the term by looking at the poetry of Wilfred Owen. The children will learn about the figurative language techniques used in First World War poetry before writing their own to create atmosphere and tension. To support our formal writing, we will write a biography of Wilfred Owen building upon everything we have learnt about his life.

We will then be using some music videos and film clips to enhance our writing for different effects.

We will be reading the text ‘Moth’ which tells the true story of adaptation of the Peppered Moth. The children will be writing persuasive letters, poetry and information texts. 

The children will be learning about sentence structures and grammatical features of narrative whilst reading the novel ‘Skellig’. They will complete this unit by writing a sequel to the story. This is also our class text for this term. 

We will also be preparing for our SATs tests. We will be using past papers to support our preparation for the reading and SPaG assessments. 




History 
In History, we will be learning about Crime and Punishment through history. We will be learning about Roman times, Anglo-Saxon and Viking times, Medieval and Tudor times, the Early Modern Period and Victorian times.

R.E
In the first half term we will be looking at Hinduism. As a class we will be exploring the terms dharma, karma, samsara, moksha and explore how Hindus put their beliefs into practise.
