This term we will be covering the following units:

History


Aztecs and Mayans: 


This term, the children will be learning about the lives of the Aztecs and Mayans. We will be delving into the similarities and differences between the two civilisations and their impact on South America and latterly, the globe. 








English 


This term we will focus on different genres of texts: a novel, a picture book, and poetry. We will also be continuing our reading comprehension lessons. These will focus on reading, discussing, and evaluating the novel, ‘Running Wild’ by Michael Morpurgo.  The children will use the knowledge acquired from ‘Running Wild’ to write a detailed newspaper article about the miraculous story of Will and his journey through the jungle.
