Spring Term Curriculum Overview

PE, Library Books and Forest School
PE lessons take place on Mondays and Tuesdays – please send them in wearing their PE uniform. Library visit will remain on Wednesday, and we will swap the previous weeks book for a new one. Forest School is on Friday afternoons. On this day, please send your child to school wearing comfortable clothes that you do not mind getting messy, preferably long-sleeved tops and trousers. We will put on wellies and coats before going outside.

Literacy
Our focus this term is to encourage children to blend their initial letter sounds to help them begin to read and write simple sentences. Our writing topics will be ‘Terrific Tales’, exploring everything from unicorns to dragons, and ‘Seasides!’, which will include a variety of engaging texts for the children to explore and learn from.
Maths
This term in Maths, we will be learning about numbers 1–20, including how they are made and how to represent them. The children will explore doubles and halves, odd and even numbers, and practise adding and subtracting. We will also learn about 3D shapes, as well as comparing length and height and exploring time.
Personal, Social and Emotional Development
This term, we will continue to support the children in making new friendships and strengthening existing ones. They will have many opportunities to talk about and share their feelings, especially in response to situations in our Literacy texts—for example, considering how a character might feel and what they would do in a similar situation. We will also focus on keeping safe and understanding the importance of caring for our friends, family, and the wider world.
Communication and Language
This term, we will focus on helping children listen carefully, follow instructions, and express themselves clearly using full sentences. They will be encouraged to ask and answer how and why questions, explain their ideas, and discuss events and feelings. We will also develop storytelling and imaginative language, while practising turn-taking and responding appropriately when working with others.
Physical Development
We are very lucky to continue working with Jersey Sport for PE this term. The focus will be on gymnastics, where the children will practise balance and coordination skills. They will learn to hold different balance positions, balance on one foot, and move carefully across a range of obstacles, helping to build strength, control and confidence.
Understanding the World
This term, the children will explore the world around them through our topics and their own interests. They will learn about different cultures and celebrations, such as Lunar New Year, investigate animals, plants, and seasonal changes, and explore historical topics like pirates and knights and castles. The children will also take part in hands-on investigations and use simple tools to observe, explore, and solve problems.
Expressive Art and Design
This term, the children will have access to a wide range of art resources during Continuous Provision (independent learning time). We will be encouraging them to look closely at their own work and think about ways they can make it even better. There will also be lots of opportunities for the children to explore different styles of artwork, inspired by the stories and texts we are sharing in class.
A Day in the Life in Reception
In Reception, we support children to develop the learning skills and attitudes they need to become confident, independent learners. Our experiences are carefully planned around the Characteristics of Effective Learning: playing and exploring, active learning, and creating and thinking critically. Through this, children are encouraged to be curious, motivated, and enjoy discovering new things every day.
