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Our focus for this term will be ‘Living things and Their Habitats’. We will be looking at our local habitat and looking for mini beasts when we learn about Microhabitats. We will then be learning about other habitats around the world including the rainforest, the desert, and the Arctic. 
We will also be learning about food chains.
Music
Each Monday, Lesley King from the Jersey Music Service will be coming in to deliver a music workshop to further develop core musical foundation skills and explore how these skills are interchangeable across different instruments. This will promote the accessibility of music to all and foster aspirations regarding what can be achieved. The work will culminate in a short concert for friends and family members to celebrate the children’s participation and skills.

Key Information
PE
Our PE unit this term will be gymnastics.
Our PE days are on Monday and Tuesday.
Art and Design Technology
In art, we will be learning about the work of Rory McCann. We will be using watercolour paints to create a micro-habitat scene. In Design Technology, we will be designing, making, and evaluating our very own animal hand puppets.
RE and PSHE
In RE, we will be learning about Islam, and Muslim prayer and worship.  After half term, we be looking at Easter and the different feelings felt throughout the Easter story. 
In PSHE, our topic will be ‘Keeping Safe’.
In In PSHE, we will be looking at how we can keep our bodies healthy and similarities and difference.
Geography
Our geography topic in the first half term will be ‘Continents and Oceans’. We will name and locate the world’s continents, oceans, North and South Poles and the Equator by using atlases and maps. We will then identify and name a range of physical and human geographical features in Australia and Antarctica and compare them. 

History 
Our history topic in the second half term will be about ‘Significant Individuals’. We will be learning about Gerald Durrell and Sir David Attenborough. We will learn about the impact of their lives and their contribution to the natural world.






     
Computing
This term, we will be focusing on our topic ‘Creating Media – Making Music.’ We will listen to a variety of pieces of music and consider how music makes us think and feel. We will compare creating music digitally and non-digitally.

     English
English will be taught in class on a daily basis. The children will also have Read Write Inc. phonic sessions five times per week.
Class based English will focus on our text driver which will change every 2-3 weeks. Each ‘learning journey’ will involve a mixture of reading, role-play and writing tasks related to the text driver, all geared towards producing a writing outcome at the end of each unit. 

Guided Reading or one-to-one reading sessions will also take place weekly. They will bring home the book they have read in class to read again at home. Session days may vary, so it would be a good idea to keep Reading Journals and books in their book bag at all times, so that they are always accessible in school. 

We will have a spelling test each week and practise our handwriting daily.

Mass, capacity and temperature


Maths homework will continue to be set weekly. Homework activities will be linked to what we have been learning about in class and an opportunity for your child to consolidate this further.  
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
